O Papel magazine, published by ABTCP - Brazilian Pulp and Paper Technical Association -, is the most important publication of the pulp and paper sector in Latin America. Aiming to improve its scientific quality, a board of international editors-in-chief was created to achieve more technical articles for publication, what will be done without any cost to the authors, who retain the authorship rights for future publication. 

The papers submitted will be reviewed by at least two peers (which will be kept anonymous to the author and vice versa) selected by the local editor-in-chief. The corresponding author will be informed by the editor-in-chief when a decision has been made on the article acceptability. Papers subjected to revision must be returned within 3 months after notification. After publication, PDF-files of the publication will be forwarded to the corresponding author and additional issues of the magazine can be asked to the local editor-in-chief. However, more than 2 issues will have to be charged.
The publishers of O Papel reserve the right to make small changes in the texts to conform it to the magazine’s layout standards. Any change at the technical level will be communicated in advance to the author.

Evaluation

The criteria used in the evaluation include:

· Technical and scientific quality (definition of the problem, conclusions derived from the technical data, description of the characteristics, benefits and performance of the product/service, demonstration of cost optimizations); 

· Logical structure (well-defined objectives, coherent organization, conciseness, clear and consistent conclusions, bibliography);

· Technological innovation; and
· Applicability (demonstration of applicability in commercial plants).

Specifications for papers

· Only papers written in English will be considered for publication. Please have your text proofread by a native speaker of English before you submit it for consideration.

· Submit papers in Microsoft-Word-compatible formats in two versions – one pdf-file in low resolution with text and figures in the right order of publication; another version in high resolution with tables, graphic and figures after the References section. Do not integrate them into the body of the text, but make sure they are ordered and well identified. The second version in high resolution could be sending by zip filed. 

· Avoid using multiple space characters to format tables and use single stop tabs to indent. In short: the more simply you format your paper, the easier it will be to typeset with a minimum of errors.

· Papers should consist of no more than 8-10 pages of text (if it exceeds this size, the author will have to divide it into two parts or reduce the text), double-spaced in 12 point type (not including abstract, tables, figures and references).  Papers which are Part 1 and Part 2 of a series should be submitted together.
· Conference proceedings can be considered for publication, but not published papers. However, unpublished works will always have priority. 
The article format
Before submitting a paper, the following rules should be read carefully. Papers that differ from the specifications and do not comply with our formal requirements will be returned to the authors for correction before review. 

Structure: the article must be prepared in accordance with the following structure: title, full name and contact address and e-mail of authors, name and address of institution(s) where research was carried out, abstract (ca. 200 words), 5 keywords (arranged alphabetically), introduction, materials and methods/experimental, results, discussion and conclusion, acknowledgements, and references.

Standards for References: relevant literature must be cited in the text with the author’s name and year of publication. In addition, the bibliography must be listed at the end of the text in order of appearance in the text, containing the author’s names, together with the title of the paper and the full quotation of the bibliographical reference. Journal names should be abbreviated according to the Chemical Abstracts Service (www.cas.org).

Units and measures: must be expressed in accordance with the International System of Units (SI). 

Figures: The number of figures should be limited to the absolute minimum. Images must be of good contrast and sufficiently high resolution for reproduction (minimum 600 dpi). The photographs should be, preferentially, in colors. Each figure should be presented on a separate page. The legends of all figures should be listed on one separate page and they have to be concise and self-explanatory. Lettering of all figures should be uniform in style. 

Tables: A concise, self-explanatory heading should appear above the table. Each table should be presented on a separate manuscript page with its heading.
